These boom lifts go by the
nickname of “spiders,” since their legs can support the entire machine on steep or difficult terrain. Capable of
fitting through doorways, interior articulating boom lifts are more compact and used commonly in storage,
retail and warehousing applications.

Telescopic booms are common in avariety of settings due to their ability to combine height and
reach. Jib Thejib is the extension found at the end of the main boom and between the platform. This design
facilitates an extra hinge or articulation point to enable the platform to move up and down or horizontally.
Jibs are available on telescoping boom lifts and articulating boom lifts. Thereis an articulation point
available on certain models situated halfway between the platform and the wheels to allow the machine to
reach over an obstacle and be lowered again if needed. Genie Articulating Boom Lifts A well known
articulating boom lift that can be seen in avariety of applicationsis the Genie Z-boom.

Proper Safety Measures Of course, safety is the highest priority when operating any type of boom lift. It is



essential that all potential safety hazards are known to anyone working within the area to maintain a safe
atmosphere. Safely operating the equipment is atop priority for the operator and everyone in the working
environment. Before operating the machine, effective communication and essential safety gear need to bein
place. Ensure there are no flammable or combustible items, open flame or lit cigarettes near the machine,
engine fuels or battery gases. Have a properly mounted, accessible and visible fire extinguisher mounted
within reach. Keep work surfaces and charging stations clean and free from clutter or tools that could
puncture the tires or damage the machine or its components. Daily Maintenance Daily maintenance includes
avisual inspection and consulting the maintenance manual to ensure the machine is up to date and will
operate safely. Lifting and supportive devices need to stabilize the weight on hand. Straps, fasteners and
chains need to be checked they are in good condition. Single-use fasteners and components must not be
reused as they may fail and become extremely dangerous. Discarded solvents and oils must be disposed of
safely and in an approved container to prevent environmental contamination. Adequate ventilation and
lighting are essential in garages, workshops and along workbenches. Maintenance is broad and typically
categorized into subsections including Quarterly Maintenance, Annual Maintenance, Commissioning and
Programmed Maintenance Intervals.
